Suggested questions to answer for paragraph 1:

· What is your name? What subjects at school do you like?  What clubs or organizations do you belong to?  What do you like to do in your free time?  What are your talents, hobbies, and/or abilities?  What do other people say you are good at doing?

In your second paragraph, discuss your goals.
Suggested questions to answer for paragraph 2:

· What do you want to achieve in life both personally and professionally?  Why are these goals important to you?

In your third paragraph, search for a quote using The Quote Garden and share how this quote adds meaning to your life.

Suggested questions to answer for paragraph 3:

· What is your quote?  Who said it?  How does it inspire you?  Why is it important to live your life according to these words?
Here is a quality example of a finished letter of introduction:
