6. Name one goal from your bucket list and share your fun fact about it.
7. Tell us about a work sample.  What was it?  Describe what you did. What did you learn from the assignment?
8. Review the current events.  Which one did you connect with the most?  Share your specific related story (editorial).
9. Answer one common interview question drawn at random.
